The Ancient Civilization Crawl

In order to be exposed to many ancient civilizations around the world, the class will be divided into groups of 4 students.  Each group will have the task to research, investigate and present an ancient civilization.

You will use your textbook Echoes from the Past to investigate the legacies of the following civilization and create an exhibit on one of the following civilizations:
1. Islamic Middle East (Chapter 7)

2. African Kingdoms (Chapter 8)

3. India (Chapter 9)

4. China (Chapter 10)

5. Japan (Chapter 11)

6. The Americas – Maya and Aztecs (Unit Five Chapters 12 & 13)

7. The Americas -  Inca (Unit Five, Chapter 14)

8. Medieval Europe (Unit 6, Chapters 15, 16, 17)

Research Focus Question:

What are the three greatest contributions (legacies) of that civilization? Think of trade, government, religion, education, science/ technology, literature, philosophy, arts, architecture, social structure, military.

Criteria:

Each member of the group will be responsible for one of the following subtopics:

· Origins & Geographic influences
· Religious Beliefs (Creation story, Symbols, Rituals, festivals & Practices)
· Art & Architecture and Technology
· Social and Political structure (social class, roles of men, women and children, political leadership and organization)
· Cultural impact / Legacy (literature, education, trade & food)
Presentation:

Your presentation must include presentation board.  Most the following visual aids should be included on your presentation board:
· Maps:  2 maps (1 world map indicating the location of the civilization and 1 local and specific map of the civilization indicating important cities, mountains, rivers and oceans.)

· Timeline – that includes 10 major events/ innovations/ discoveries/ personalities.

· Diagrams, Symbols & Pictures
· Explanations and Captions (point form)

Your Presentation should also include:
· Artifacts, visuals and important contributions complementing the timeline.

· Food sample
· A summary sheet (point form, organized by sub-topic, 2 page max.)
· Role Play – come dressed in costumes and with props to introduce your display
Presentations:

Presentations will take place on January 7 & 8, 2016.
The first two groups will set up in the classroom. The rest of the groups will travel around taking turns at each civilization.

Audience:

· Groups not presenting, will travel from one civilization stand to another to complete all the tasks created by each civilization.

· Participate

· Complete an evaluation sheet for the presentations.

Inquiry Notes:

Each member of the group will provide at least 5 pages (handwritten and single spaced) of notes on their specific subtopic. The notes must be in point form.  
Each member of the group must also submit a Bibliography. You must have at least 5 sources, one of which must be a primary source (literature excerpt, letter, diary entry etc). Wikipedia will not be accepted! 

As a part of the culminating mark - no late assignments will be accepted!
