Civilization of Israel

Ancient Israel Notes:

· Most information of the early history of Israel comes from the Old Testament – first part of bible.

· Nomadic tribes wandered into Palestine from the east about 1900 BCE and each tribe was led by a Patriarch (Abraham most famous)

· God appeared before Abraham and told him to travel to Canaan to be the new land of his decedents.

· Israel means “God Ruled” – Jacob (Abe’s son) organized the people into 12 tribes.

· Some stayed in Canaan while others settled in Egypt and became subjects of the pharaohs – some were slaves taken by conquests into Canaan. 

· Moses led Israelites out of slavery and oppression impressed by Ramses II and the ambitious construction – led from Egypt (Called the Exodus) 13th Century

· Organized tribes into confederation with a solemn agreement to a god named Yahweh.

· Given instructions, Ten Commandments, though shalt have no other gods before me – monotheistic.

· Israelites established themselves in Palestine in1230 BCE, invaded Canaan and took Jericho.

· No government set up and over the years tribes drifted apart.

· Saul – first king in 1020 BCE and led against enemy the Philistines.

· a people, apparently of Aegean or Cypriot origins, who occupied the southern coast of Canaan at the beginning of the Iron Age (c.1175 BCE). 
· According to the Bible, they ruled five city-states (the "Philistine Pentapolis) from Gaza in the south to Askelon in the north, the other three being Ashdod, Ekron and Gath to the east (see map). The extent of their territory outside those cities varied widely over the years.
· Under David, the Israelites captured the city of Jerusalem and extended boundaries.
· David’s son Solomon, remembered for wisdom and skill of admin – wrote some of the books of the Bible.

· Ruled when many near east rulers were weak.

· Built the Temple of Jerusalem – Arc of Covenant. Destroyed by Babylonian invasion, rebuilt and destroyed again by Roman invasion in 6th century – left is the Wailing Wall.

· After Solomon’s death, kingdom split into two – north retained name of Israel, south with Jerusalem as its capital, known as Judah.

· Conquered by the Assyrians in 722 BCE – leaders dispersed.

· Scattered people became known as the ten lost tribes of Israel.
· Judah was all that remained until it too was conquered by New Babylon – slowly Israelites trickled back into Palestine.

· It is unknown why the number 13 – Abraham started journey at 13, 13 copies of Torah were made by Moses, seemed appropriate.
